What Do Beavers Look Like?

Beavers’ bodies, except for their tails, are covered with thick, brown fur.  

Many beavers live in places with very cold winters. Their fur protects them  

against the cold and allows them to swim in icy water. Beavers’ fur coats are made 

up of two layers. The long outer hairs are waterproof, to keep beavers dry. The short 

fur underneath is soft, to keep them warm. Beavers produce sticky, yellow oil called 

“castoreum”, which helps to keep their long hairs waterproof. They use their claws 

to comb the oil through their fur. Beavers also mark their territory with castoreum, 

because it has a very strong smell. 

What Are Beavers?
Beavers are animals that live in rivers, streams, ponds and lakes, where they build 

homes for themselves. They are found in North America, Europe and Asia. Beavers are 

rodents, like rats, squirrels and guinea pigs. Rodents have strong front teeth for gnawing 

things. However, beavers are much bigger than most rodents. An adult beaver can be 

more than 1 metre long, including its tail, and can weigh up to 30 kilograms. Beavers 

have special adaptations and skills that enable them to live in the water and on land.
